Don’t keep it a secret if someone is:

Bullying you.

Saying funny things to you that you do not like or which upsets you.
Touching you.

Trying to give you tablets, cigarettes, drugs or alcohol.

Hitting you or hurting you.

Taking your things.

Sending unkind messages on the internet or to your phone.
